4 Operations Math Dice
Materials: 5 dice, pencil, paper

Object: Highest score after ___rounds

Players: 2-4

To Play:

1. Decide how many rounds to play.  Ex. 5

2. On each roll, one operation ( +, -, x, or ÷ )must be performed. The can be done in any order you choose to get your highest total. (Ignore remainders when dividing.)

3. Each player rolls 4 times, removing 2 dice after roll 1 and one die after rolls 2 and 3.

4. Points accumulate as operations are performed after each roll.
