Multiplication 

Materials: 3 dice, paper, pencil

Object: To have the highest score at the end of 5 rounds.

Players: 2-4 players
To Play: 

1. Each player gets 3 rolls per turn. On each of the first two rolls, select the highest die (only one per roll). 

2. Add the first two dice selected and multiply by the third die rolled.
3. Continue with each player.

Example:

Roll 1   5, 3, 6


select the 6 and put aside 
Roll 2   4, 3


select the 4 and put aside






add 6 + 4 = 10
Roll 3   2


multiply 2 x 10





earned 20 points for this round

Use these templates to make dice. To make this more challenging, use 12-sided dice or any other dice, including fractions (though the smallest amount would be the objective).
